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«The riverside city

Since when the territory of present-day Yekaterinburg was first populated (it happened some three thousand years ago) the river
Isetalways offered the subsistence, the proper waterway up and down the stream and the source of energy.

By the time of Yekaterinburg foundation the energy was a decisive factor. Multiplied by the strength and cleverness of a man, the
energy of Iset promoted the rapid growth of Yekaterinburg, which was at that time the fastest-growing metallurgical center in
Europe.

The length of Iset — from its source in Lake Isetskoe to the place where it meets Tobol River — is 606 km. Quite rapid and
tumultuous in its upper reaches, it diffuses its strength in lower course, after overcoming numerous dams and bridges. The number
of towns on the banks of Iset includes Kamensk-Uralsky, Dalmatovo and Shadrinsk. Within Yekaterinburg city limits river Iset
flows from Verkh-Isetsky to Nizhne-Iseisky ponds — on the whole about ten kilometers. But what a whole lot of work was done here!
The energy of falling water was transformed into power in the 18th century, and three large factories appeared here, making the
industrial glory of Yekaterinburg. Apart from these, numerous small enterprises — cheese dairies, soaperies, bathhouses, laundries
etc. —arouse nearby.

The 20th century with its electrical energy has transformed the river’s role, though by now it is not «<unemployed» at all. In the
present-day metropolis Iset River is a sort of air-duct, bringing fresh air from forested suburbs to the city center. Resignedly its
waters receive all trash we thoughtlessly throw down. Without offence — it really decorates the city and the life of its inhabitants,
havingtimein river’sbanks and promenades. ©) Awrop, wanarens, gororpads:
