Treasures of the Valley of Kings of Tuva

What strikes people when they look at the gold decoration? Is it its price, quality,
weight or jewelry idea? The gold of ancient nomads from the kurgan "Arzhaan-2/
which came from the depth of centuries, thanks to the research of the Central-Asian
Expedition under the direction of K. Chugunov, G. Parzinger and A. Nagler (1998-
2004), still excites the minds of many scholars and forces them to address to it over
and over. The objects impress everybody and cause a storm of emotions. One is
amazed by the fact that these masterpieces of world culture were made not today,
but in the second half of the Vil century C.E.! Archaeological findings confirm again
the statement of the famous Greek historian Herodotus that «...the Scythians came
from Asia».

Tuva is the cradle of ancient nomadic civilization. Artifacts from the kurgan
“Arzhaan-2'; presented in the exposition of the National Museum of the Republic
of Tyva, are the property of world culture. The work of ancient jewelers called
«naryndargannar» for its technique, elegance, precise work, minimization and
complex composition delights modern jewelry masters. Truly it is necessary to have
rich imagination, flair and spatial thinking to create «mysterious pictures».

The photo gallery shows items that belonged to the «royal» couple. The images
on the decorations of the «royal» family are carved in the so-called “Scythian-
Siberian animal style’, and depict animals mainly from the real world and which exist
up to the present time: deer, horses, goats, sheep, wild boars, roes, wolves, camels,
leopards and dzerens. Scenes of torment and struggle between animals are typical in
the “Scythian-Siberian animal style” The struggle between predators and herbivores
is the reflection of the struggle between good and evil, life and death; between power
and strength. The remarkable subjects, beautiful in their composition, communicate
with us.

The gold decorations of the king emphasized the power given to him from above.
The horses on the king's headdress could have been a symbol of the infinity of his
possessions, distributed to the four corners of the world. They allowed him to recieve
both news and offerings. A deer with branchy horns crowning the king’s headdress,
proudly raises:his head, as if «<blows» and sounding a horn calling all around. The

Aigure of the deer is so light and elegant that it seems to be floating in the air. The bent

horns are like tree branches swaying in the wind and carrying the deer up, submitting
to the movement. The work is so fine, that the traces of soldering the horns to the
deer’s head are almost invisible, even with a close look. One’s attention is attracted
to the deer's head, and the horse's eyes, nostrils, mouth and cheeks, the contours of
which are executed with gold wire and colored enamel.
