The year 2019 will mark the 100s anniversary of the Third Communist
International (Comintern); its foundation in Moscow in 1919 came as
the immediate result of the victorious coup perpetrated by the Russian
Bolsheviks in October 1917. The Russian Revolution opened the path for
implementing the left alternative of the social progress in its most radical
forms, having provided for it a workable network-type institutional
structure. The Comintern united the “builders of the new world” - the
revolutionaries who propagated the idea of the new, justice-based social
reality, being prepared to dedicate their whole lives to this mission. In the
wake of the emergence of the Comintern, other international communist
institutions emerged, such as the Profintern, Krestintern, Young
Communist International etc.

The Third - Communist - International was the antipode of the
Second - Socialist - International. The fate of the radical leftist idea,
as implemented in the Soviet Union, was as tragic as the fates of the
majority of those people who got involved in its implementation: a lot of
its advocates lost their lives in the revolutionary battles all over the world,
others perished in the years of Stalin’s Great Terror.

At the same time, the social democratic alternative, discarded by the
radical lefts, has played a prominent and positive part in the social history
of the 20th century, it added to social orientation and democratization of
capitalism that took place in the 20th century.

The analysis of this shift, ofthe place and the importance of its historical
component seems to present atopical challenge.

The institutionalization of the radical wing of the European workers
movement took place in direct conjunction with the Great War; however,
it took the influence of the Russian Revolution of 1917 to consolidate this
movement into its ultimate shape of the “global proletarian party.”

The Bolsheviks’ success in seizing and retaining the power helped to
solidify and multiply the formally scanty ranks of their foreign supporters,
turning the “Russian example” into a pattern to be duplicated in various
parts of the world, from the Soviet Bavaria to the Guangzhou Uprising in
China. Inspired by the victories and the unlimited power within the Soviet
Union, the Soviet leaders of the Comintern called for the codification and
laudation of their experience and encouraged the worldwide emergence
of the parties of the professional revolutionaries, who would regard
themselves as the “soldiers of the global revolution.”

Both in Russia and outside, the Communists believed that they were
the sole perpetrators and activists of the social progress, they shied away
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from compromises and political alliances. The timid attempts to steer in
this direction, such as the policy of the “united workers’ front,” would
sooner or later be dismissed as the “rightism” and hidden opportunism.

The problem of the alternative routes of the evolution of the Socialist
movement, including the return to the “critical solidarity” ofthe European
workers’ parties, still remains to be one of the “blank spots” of the world’s
historiography.

At the same time, because of the Comintern and its national sections
presenting themselves as the vanguard of the social progress, and because
of the numerous sacrifices made by the Communists in their struggle
against the “old world,” the sympathies towards the radical lefts spread
way further than just the working masses of Europe and the population
of the colonies. The “leftish” trend in the mainstream cultural and artistic
life is a given fact of the interwar history, and this trend was definitely
nourished by the ideology and practices of the international revolutionary
movement. The analysis of the impulses that came from Russia (ex
oriente lux) and were forwarded by the Comintern parties, is essential
for interpreting the cultural agenda of the vanguard artists, of the literary
and publicist environment and, in the broader sense, of the sociopolitical
climate of the 1920-1930s.

Having emerged as one of the responses to the global challenges,
the international communist movement, in the very first years after its
foundation, fell into complete ideological, political, institutional and
financial dependence on the country where the Communist Party took
all the power in its hands and embarked on the radical restructuring of
the society. The VKP(b) ideologists even spoke about the necessity to
“Bolshevize” the Comintern; the concept of its “Stalinization” has been
established in the Western scholarship, even though in the 1990s this
approach was revised by the historiographers. The current perception
of the Comintern, the diversity of the interpretation of this term in the
historical memory of various countries and regions (the former Soviet
Block countries, China, Latin America) would be one of the focal points of
the prospective conference.

History has provided the definitive answer to the question on the
unfeasibility of fighting for the global domination under the slogan of the
“world’s proletarian revolution,” both as the form and the method. Still,
same as any other historical experience, the activities of the Communist
International should be analyzed within the framework of economic
globalization and increasing involvement of the lower social classes in
the political processes. The sacrificial involvement of both the leaders of
the communist parties and rank-and-file communists in the anti-fascist
movements before and during World War Il cannot be left unnoticed.
Another noteworthy fact is that the communist movement was not
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immune to the temptations of The Age of Extremes, it gave birth to the
dictatorships that could commit crimes against their own nations.

The international academic community should consolidate the efforts
of its members, in order to provide the substantiated analysis of the
activities of the bygone communist movement, relying on the new sources
and the most advanced methods of historical scholarship.

The 100th anniversary of the Comintern offers a unique opportunity
for the scholars from different countries, ideological backgrounds and
historiographical schools to take a fresh look at this institution’s historical
perspective, placing it into a broad historical context and linking it to the
history of social democracy - the one that the communist movement once
emerged from, severing all the ties. The Soviet system collapsed because of
its inability to check the extremes in its ideology and social practices, even
after they turned into major impediments to social progress.

And still, even today alot ofpeopletend to believethatthe revolutionary
shocks that took place in a number of countries in the end of the second
decade of the 20th century, as well as the respective social practices, were
the only factors since the days of the Industrial Revolution that managed
the diminish inequality.

The Great French Revolution had to wait for two hundred years to be
“historicized,” i. e. analyzed without politically biased judgments.

The proposed conference is expected to give a strong impetus to
“historicizing” the activities of the left-wing groups of the 20th century.

W e believe that the 100th anniversary ofthe Comintern offers aunique
opportunity to conduct a special international research conference focused
on the left alternative in the 20th century.

Apart from the substantive problems of the history of the left
alternative, of the institutions and people who have dedicated their lives
to this mission, we hope to discuss the issues concerning the identification,
preservation, usage and divulgation, in various forms, of the respective
archival data.

OTTO BAUER AND AUSTRO-MARXISM -
A PROPOSAL FOR A THIRD WAY

‘Austro-Marxists’ set up a school of Marxist theory, which they
described as being separate from both social-democratic reformism as well
as the dogmatism of the Communist International.

In an editorial written in 1926 in the ‘Arbeiterzeitung’, organ of the
Social Democratic Party of Austria, Otto Bauer gave the following brief
outline of Austro-Marxism: ‘In the second half ofthe 19th century, a group
of young Austrian comrades working in academia were becoming labelled
as “Austro-Marxists”, Max Adler, Karl Renner, Rudolf Hilferding, Gustav
Eckstein, Otto Bauer, Friedrich Adler and a few others. W hat united them
was not a specific political line but the unique qualities of their academic
work.

Bauer, at the age of 26 firstly attracted attention among international
socialists in 1907 by his book ‘Social Democracy and the Nationalities
Question’. With it he defended the plan of his party to transform the
empire into a multinational federal state.

In 1918, the year of revolution, from the ashes of the multinational
Austro-Hungarian Empire rose the small Republic called then German-
Austria, where, after hopes of annexation with Germany had been dashed,
the social democrats were the only group able to consolidate the new state.

In 1923 Otto Bauer’s book ‘The Austrian Revolution’ appeared.
Around roughly the same time, Bauer published a brochure titled ‘The
Path to Socialism’, in which he proposed a democratic socialisation of the
economy.

The party program authored by Otto Bauer which was passed at the
party’s 1926 conference in Linz (‘Program of Linz’), is seen as the ‘ultima
ratio’ for Austro-Marxism. It links the commitment to realise socialism
through democratic means with a premonition of the danger hanging over
the party and democracy itself. It contains the fateful line: “Ifthe bourgeoisie
decides to oppose radical social change, which the state authority of the
working classes would have a duty to uphold, by deliberately suppressing
the economy, engaging in violent rebellion or conspiring with foreign
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counterrevolutionary forces, the working class would be forced to oppose
the bourgeoisie by taking up the tools of dictatorship”.

Unlike Germany, where fascism was able to seize power through the
parliamentary process, in Austria this rise was brought about by the
suspension of parliament, the banning of the communist party and the
armed uprising of the working class. Bauer himself laid out a self-critical
analysis of the situation in an extraordinary book titled ‘Between Two
World Wars. The Crisis ofthe Global Economy, Democracy and Socialism’,
in which he champions a rebirth of the socialist movement using a concept
he dubbed ‘Integral Socialism’. The aim of this is to bring together the two
competing arms of the workers’ movement: socialism and communism.

After 1945, the Austromarxist argument vanished from the discourse in
Austria. The Social Democratic Party, which re-emerged as the Socialist
Party, has shifted to the right. Otto Bauer, Max Adler and Rudolf
Hilferding died in exile; Friedrich Adler, who continued to lean towards
German nationalism, was unable to play any further role in Austrian
politics. And Karl Renner became a staunch defender of the West during
the Cold War.

FROM INTERNATIONALIST MOMENT TO DE-
INTERNATIONALIZATION:
THE COMMUNIST INTERNATIONAL
AND THE SOVIET UNION 1919-1943.
TOWARDS A MIDDLE RANGE THEORY

Bayerlein Bernhard H., PhD
(Institute for Social Movements, Ruhr-University Bochum, Germany)

At the occasion of the centenary of the Communist International, this
paper intents to deal with the question of a Left Alternative as historical
legacy of the 20th century in a global and all-embracing perspective,
especially regarding territories, trajectories, actors and tragedies of
Comintern history. Paradoxically, the opening of the archives did not
lead to general recognition of the Comintern as a central component of
the 20th century’s world history. Notwithstanding, since the expansion
of the Roman Catholic Church, the 3rd International represents the most
important attempt to create a world organization (Stephen Smith) as a
universal association of the workers and oppressed classes of humanity in
the tradition of the 1¢ and 2rd international since the XIX century. This
negative balance is mainly due to the fact that Comintern, the Communist
parties and the Soviet Union formed a complex power triangle which
produced an even more complex transformational history. In fact, and in
a double, contradictory sense, this mode reflected internationalization
and international revolution as well as de-internationalization and
renationalization.

1 Subsequently, the first question to be raised in this contribution
will be, in what way the Comintern as an international revolutionary
labour organisation addressed key issues, like the creation of a global,
transnational and local spaces of resistance, emancipatory, anti-colonial,
anti-racist movements, gender and youth politics. This question may be
answered positively for its first period of existence.

The dynamics of the Internationalization process from the Left
as a consequence of the world catastrophe of WW1 and the Russian
Revolution, opened the revolutionary post-war crisis until 1923. As a
counter model, Comintern opposed the League of Nations and other
interstate or philanthropic models. The comprehensive economic
background for internationalization was the first wave of globalisation
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of capitalism (through financial capital, imperialism, colonialism etc.)
at the beginning of the century. And on the Left, in consequence of the
“International Moment” of 1919, not only the Comintern was founded, but
also the International Federation of Free Trade Unions, followed by the
International Working Union of Socialist Parties, the Red International of
Labour Unions, the Socialist Workers’International and the International
W orkers’ Association ..

2. Nevertheless, the second range of questions, which are, in what way
the Comintern addressed a process of de-internationalization and re-
nationalisation, may also be answered positively. The failure of “European
Revolutions” (Charles Tilly) and the takeover of the Asian orientation
for the Global South under Stalinism from the mid-twenties on, led to a
break with the global, world-revolutionary concept. As a transformational
stage, a backward movement of “inward-looking, interethnic Soviet
internationalism” (Gleb Albert) articulated the superiority of Russian
workers over national minorities or those of other Soviet republics,
followed by a conceptual hybridization and finally the retreat from world
revolution, the abandonment of a national independence in the center and
anti-colonialism in the large periphery, the defence of the interests of the
workers, accompanied by an overall decline of intellectual, political and
cultural level of the communist parties.

Ultimately, the bloody strategic defeats (including the sacrificial
involvement of their own leaders and members), transformed Comintern
history into a political-cultural nightmare and a historical arc of traumatic
tension (Geoffrey Alexander) - see the tragedies of the German, Polish
and other Communist Parties in the thirties after the ignominious “defeat
without a fight” against Hitler, the Soviet terror and “bureaucratic
absolutism” (Moshe Levine) in general.

3. As empirical tools, the terms of “Bolshevization” and “Stalinization”
outline the transformation process of the CPSU, in which the “national
Socialists” and “Socialist colonizers” (Lenin) had won the upper hand, and
the Comintern. Nevertheless, historisation of this transformation process
and not at least the failure of all workers internationals without exception
in the thirties requires a middle range theory within a broader conceptual
model founded.

This paper tries to offer a bi-directional solution in order to resolve
this theoretical problem. As first point, the Soviet Union, in the wake of
the October Revolution, similar to the other world nations renounced the
formerly cosmopolitan prerequisites of universal patriotism transported by
the Atlantic Revolutions, coming back again to the concept of a national
state (“socialism in one country™).

At second, and beyond short-range theories, this development can
be traced back to the fact that capitalism, reacting to the revolutionary
post-war crisis, took shape of a profound and comprehensive retrograde
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movement detaching democratic rules. The process of redistribution of
spheres of influence among the capitalist nations had reached a dead point
with the simultaneous inability of the workers’movement to overcome the
capitalist system. The “solution” finally was to cut through the impasse
and to move forward by all “revolutionary” means to a strong nation state,
fascism and barbarism in World War 1l, reflecting a general tendency
towards neo-imperial arrangements and the establishment of slave states
respectively the enslavement of entire nations (Joseph Weber). Large parts
of the institutional Left, like Stalinism and the Comintern contributed to
enhance the general retrograde movement, while left bottom up social and
antifascist resistance movements tried to stop this process. Freely based on
Karl Polany’sbook on the “great transformation®, finally authoritarianism
and fascism could implement its totalitarian terror while Stalinism
realized the totalitarian transformation of the Soviet Union - in both
cases disguised as revolution. Actually, the paradox occurred that not only
republicanism and democracy, imperialism, liberalism, authoritarianism,
nationalism and fascism, but also socialism and communism proved to be
boosters of the national state. Finally the tide turned definitely with the
defeat of the Left in the Spanish Civil War, the authoritarian demise of
France and the conclusion of the Stalin-Hitler pact in August 1939.

ROSA LUXEMBURG’S SYMPHONY
ON THE RUSSIAN REVOLUTION

Brie Michael, PhD
(Institutefor Critical Social Analysis
ofthe Rosa Luxemburg Foundation in Berlin, Germany)

The paper analyses Rosa Luxemburg’s famous work “The Russian
revolution” written in prison in autumn 1918. Luxemburg had followed
the debates about the Russian revolution in Germany very closely (this
discussion is documented in Schitrumpf 2017) and began to intervene
more and more critically. The trigger for Luxemburg’s manuscript The
Russian Revolution was a footnote by Ernst Meyer after Leo Jogiches,
the editor of the Spartacus Letters was detained. What | aim for is a
reconstruction of the context Rosa Luxemburg creates in the text. To this
end, | will treat this small but very powerful work in its entirety. 1 will look
at it as if it were a symphony, with its classical four movements, composed
as much through logic as by passion. My focus is not on the historic or
current truths of Luxemburg’s statements and how she deals with the
contradictions the Bolsheviks were facing after taking over state power.

Whereas Luxemburg’s manuscript The Russian Revolution chiefly
appraises the Bolsheviks’success in finding the right slogans to move and
provide the masses with a focus towards revolutionary action, she also
follows a second goal, namely to criticize Bolshevik policies precisely there
where they stand against this understanding of socialism as a creation
by the workers themselves. Both high esteem and harsh criticism of the
historic accomplishment of the Bolsheviks are measured by the same
standard. For Rosa Luxemburg socialism always essentially depends on
one thing: ‘The whole mass ofthe people must take part in it’. This measure
binds the manuscript together.

W hilst the first long part of Luxemburg’s manuscript appraises the
Bolsheviks, sections Il and 1V concentrate on criticism. She focuses her
criticism of the Bolsheviks on three central aspects: first, agrarian reform,
second the proclamation of the right of nations to self-determination and
the separate peace with Germany, and third the ‘suppression of democracy’.
The first two points are discussed in section Ill, and the third point in
section 1V; both are nearly equally long. These are the movements two and
three of Luxemburg’s symphony The Russian Revolution.
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To her socialism is not a centrally planned machine. Instead, it is
life, free action by free men and women united by direct cooperation.
Should such a relation between direct experience and socialist goals -
conceived as the socialization of the means of production - really exist,
then, and only then, would the dictatorship of a party and terror not only
be morally wrong but also the wrong means of building political power.
Rosa Luxemburg repeatedly emphasized this. W hat she did not realize
though, is that if socialism is understood as a centralized social economy
then it is diametrically opposed to the free action of the masses. Yet Rosa
Luxemburg never critically reflected on the necessary pre-conditions
for her assumptions on socialism, and instead only pointed to concrete
problems emerging in the Bolshevik attempt to implement socialism in
post-war Russia.

JOSE CARLOS MARIATEGUI
Y EL MARXISMO LATINOAMERICANO

Un interés creciente por conocer y recuperar la obra de José Carlos
Mariategui marcaron la dinamica del pensamiento critico en América
latina a inicios del siglo XXI. Actividades de reflexion y difusion la obra del
pensador peruano, asi como re-ediciones de su obra, destacando su libro
clasico “Siete ensayos de interpretation de la realidad peruana” formaron
parte de un conjunto de otras iniciativas que incluyen publication de
articulos cientificos asi como realization de coloquios, seminarios y cursos
sobre el pensamiento mariateguiano.

Esta recuperacion de Mariategui es parte de un movimiento mas
amplio que demuestra un interés creciente por repensar América Latina
a partir de lo mas creativo en el pensamiento social latinoamericano, en
un intento de retomar un debate teorico y politico desde las exigencias
de los cambios que se produjeron en la region, donde después de casi dos
décadas de neoliberalismo y del profundo retroceso economico, politico
y teorico que significo para la region, se abrio una nueva etapa historica
durante los primeros quince anos del siglo XXI. Este proceso se expreso
en la recuperacion de la soberania como elemento central de afirmacion
de los Estados y de los pueblos, en la profundizacion de los proyectos de
integracion regional, en la emergencia de nuevos movimientos populares,
en la fuerza de la cultura e identidad indigena y en una nueva conciencia
ecologica y vision de sustentabilidad. Estos elementos centrales para las
transformaciones acumuladas durante este periodo se encuentran hoy
fuertemente amenazadas por una estrategia continental y mundial de
reinstauracion conservadora.

La complejidad de la coyuntura latinoamericana contemporanea nos
coloca frente a la necesidad de una reelaboracion teorica de gran magnitud,
retomando el debate de las grandes cuestiones de nuestro tiempo, no para
regresar al pasado como romanticamente proponian algunas corrientes de
pensamiento, sino para volcarnos hacia el futuro a partir de una identidad
cultural enraizada en la historia y el proceso civilizatorio americano y de la
acumulacion historica de las fuerzas y proyectos progresistas. Las nuevas
identidades que emerjan de este proceso tendran, seguramente, mejores
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condiciones de abandonar una vision eurocéntrica para constituirse en una
vertiente fundamental para la construccion de una civilizacion planetaria,
inclusiva, democratica y mas igualitaria.

Este articulo busca analizar las contribuciones teoricas y politicas
la obra de Mariategui para el pensamiento marxista latinoamericano y
la pertinencia de su enfoque para una comprension mas profunda de la
coyuntura regional y mundial contemporaneas y para la formulacion de
estrategias politicas de las fuerzas progresistas.

«THE SICKLE AFTER THE HAMMER»:
COMINTERN AND THE PEASANTRY,
HISTORY OF THE KRESTINTERN

The First World War, which marks the end of Central Empires in
Europe and the advent of the democratic age, also gives rise to a radical
critique of political systems; it is the moment of «the era of the masses»
according to the terminology of Eric J. Hobsbawm. The trauma of the
total war that has left millions dead and wounded is a lasting mark on
people’s minds; the pacifism of the Second International at the beginning
ofthe century is again on the agenda. To this painful problem is added the
urgency of the social question; the mobilization of the back (of the «other
front») makes one aware of the inequalities, the injustices. It is in this
context that Western Europe reads the events of Russia since February
1917. The world of peasants and rural people, which suffered heavy losses
during the war (the great mass of infantrymen), takes hold of the social
issue can claim or raise.

When Lenin decided in March 1919 to create the Third International
or Comintern, he began a real race with the rest of the labor movement to
lead the masses. Then follows the will to recover the socialist militants of
the whole world. The peasant masses are also coveted, even if the urban
workers’world corresponds better to the model; the rural world continues
its integration into the global world, it is part of the field of attraction
of communism. It was at the Second World Congress of the Comintern
that the agrarian theses elaborated by Lenin were put in place; the peasant
question is analyzed through the weight of the rural world in European
and world societies, that is to say as a potential ally in which sociological
and political factors can strengthen revolutionary movements.

A few years later, the founding of a Peasant International as a mass
organization of the Comintern underlines the need to find allies to the
Revolution; this birth of the Krestintern is to be used for the formation
of independent peasant organizations in all countries, and to link with
existing peasant movements or parties, drawing lessons from the tragic
events of Bulgaria inJune 1923. This foundation is also an answer to the
creation ofthe International Peasant Union of Prague in 1921. The general
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aims ofthe new International, as formulated in its statutes, are to «promote
the struggle for the liberation of the peasantry of the whole world from the
secular yoke and oppression by the big landowners and the capitalists», as
well as to defend «the interests of the largest peasant masses in the world
and the improvement of the peasant economy». W ith the Stalinist period
the Krestintern is abolished, but he laid the groundwork for an agrarian
reform program.

THE TENSION BETWEEN NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL
IN THE PROJECT AND THE ACTIVITY
OF THE COMMUNIST INTERNATIONAL.
FROM THE GLOBAL DREAM TO NATIONAL
CONTRADICTIONS IN THE COMINTERN’S STRATEGY

The communication proposes to envisage contradictions within the
Comintern by considering their appearance and their development in the
long term before they become manifest and are used to justify the end of
the IC.

Stalin’s interventions in 1941 and again in 1943, stressing the
Communist International’s long-standing inadequacy to cope with
national diversity, call for a rethinking of some of the crises and tensions
that went through the organization from the beginning.

The diversity ofnational situations wasvery early taken in consideration
by the founders of the Communist International as a reality but it was
possible to overcome. From the first years, despite the optimism displayed
on the soon disappearance of the former nation states, the Bolshevik
leaders in charge of the Soviet state envisage and carry out diplomatic
negotiations with the states that can threaten the Soviet power, be it from
such different countries that France, Turkey or Germany, in 1922 for
example. The taking into account of the national realities was constitutive
of the functioning of the International, but it took several forms, since the
first offices settled in Amsterdam, Berlin or Tashkent, then the secretariats
by geographical zones from 1925 to 1935, finally the attribution of great
regions of the world to the various secretaries of the International.

The impact of IC world politics on the various communist parties is often
analyzed unilaterally. This global policy has been subject to fluctuations
caused by several determinants of unequal importance, such as the
situation and politics of the USSR, the international economic, political
and military context, the role and influence of the national communist
parties. The overall strategy of the communist movement has known
variations with alternations between several periods. Some centered on
the revolutionary identity, displayed and claimed around organizations
and their ultimate goals, on the one hand, and upon other periods when
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the strategy (objectives and the means of action) is to highlight the
importance of alliances around limited objectives at the risk of abandoning
the fundamental references. Even though the Communist International’s
world-wide focus in the early years has faded, the Comintern retains
international guidelines that are imposed globally by all parties with
contradictory effects. Thus the anti-fascism of the thirties mobilizes in
Europe different forces and offers them a common perspective. At the same
time, the acceptance of the colonial status-quo causes the break between
the communists and the nationalist movements. In Western countries
communist parties are alternately called to denounce or ally with social
democracy to defend the USSR. The powerful communist parties, as in
Germany and then in France are summoned not to engage in governmental
practices before it is accepted in 1937 and then during the war. In the case
of the French Communist Party, the Communist International constantly
suspects it of wanting to join the game of the parliamentary republic, from
the 1920s and it periodically encourages sectarian behavior by relying on
young communists. But at the same time, it expects the PCF to influence
France’s foreign policy in favor of rapprochement with the USSR in the
1920s and then for an alliance.

The spread of the Communist political culture by the International is
certainly, what marks the longest lasting activists and organizations well
beyond 1943. If officially, the memory of the Communist International is
quickly erased from the history of the communist parties it was likely to
call into question the renunciation of the founding ideals ofthe communist
movement.

THE COMMUNIST INTERNATIONAL IN THE CENTENARY
OF ITS FOUNDATION. BIOGRAPHICAL DICTIONARY
(1919-1923)

On the occasion of this important international initiative which, in
the centenary of the foundation of the Comintern, invites us to reflect
on the “left alternative” offered to the workers of the whole world by
the Comintern itself, we propose the following work, inspired by this
occasion, to the attention of our colleagues. The work, recently published
by the Pantarei publishing house, Milan (www.edizionipantarei.com),
edited by the Archivio Biografico del Movimento Operaio di Genova
(Biographical Archive of the Worker’s Movement, Genoa) (Www.
abmo.it) - L’Internazionale comunista nel centenario della sua nascita.
Dizionario biografico (1919-1923) - (The Communist International in
the Centenary ofits Foundation. Biographical Dictionary (1919-1923)) -
is our due homage to those men and women who tried to give birth to a
Communist International.

It is not the story of the Communist International itself, but of its
protagonists. Iftoday’ssocial reality and geopolitical situation increasingly
attest that history “is not over” - as some improvidently hastened to
proclaim in the aftermath of the collapse of Russian “false socialism” -
the lesson of the Communist International is once again topical. If we
continue to live in the epoch of imperialism and proletarian revolutions,
the problems that the world proletariat of the time found itself facing are
back on the agenda... if anything magnified by a globalisation that has
spread the capitalist mode of production all over the world, with astruggle
for hegemony over the markets that is no longer one of single powers but
of whole continental blocs.

The “inflammable material” for increasingly possible new conflicts
is growing day by day. But with it, and precisely thanks to the global
development of capitalism itself, the negation of negation has also
increased enormously: an army of proletarians, that now numbers billions
on a planetary scale. Hence, reasoning again about the significance of
the Communist International, before it slid into Stalinism, is not a mere
historiographical exercise, but a necessary reflection for all those who still
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setthemselvesthe task of how the human race can move beyond the present
socio-economic formation, characterised by man’s exploitation of man...
an engrossing work to which 77 researchers of 27 nations, who, it goes
without saying, come from different schools of thought and orientations,
and cannot all be ascribed to our revolutionary communist viewpoint,
have devoted themselves.

The results of this work speak for themselves. 1,411 biographies of
exponents of 69 nations make up the central body ofthe first three volumes
of the biographical dictionary: in practice, the vast majority of those who,
in various ways, participated in the events ofthe Communist International
up to and including its fourth congress. The over 3,300 sources consulted
for the purpose, which appear in the volume regarding apparatuses, clearly
demonstrate the vastness of the research work carried out. work also
enhanced by an extensive political chronology from 1907 to 1946, and by
a bibliography regarding the history of the single labour movements and
communist parties of more than 70 nations.

MEMORIES AND INTERNATIONALIST IDEAS
OF A REVOLUTIONARY FIGHTER BETWEEN USSR AND SPAIN

Giudici Antonio
(Independent scholar, Croatia)

The aim of this paper is to retrace the life of Felice Knapic (1908-
1975), member of the Comintern who actively participated in the Spanish
Civil War. Through his 45-pages diary, still unpublished, it is possibly to
establish the network that he had in Europe before, during and after the
events of the WW 1.

Knapic was born in Sissano [Croatian: Sisan, nowadays being part
of the Istrian peninsula in Croatia], a small village by the city of Pola
[Croatian: Pula], the military port of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. In
1922 lIstria became part of the Reign of Italy and as soon as he became a
young socialist, he had to escape from the Fascist authorities and crossed
the Yugoslavian border set in Fiume [Croatian: Rijeka]. At that point
his European peregrination through several countries started: Austria,
Switzerland, France, Liechtenstein, Russia, Germany and Spain. In his
diary he annotated that in 1934 he took part at the conference held in Paris
which established the foundation of a European anti-fascist alliance. From
1935 to 1937 he attended KUNMZ and MLS in Moscow where lectures
were held by Palmiro Togliatti and other prominent politicians of the 20th
century. Later on, it is possible to trace him into a special military school
(which took place in Russia) where he became an instructor of automatic
rifles.

His desire to participate actively in the Spanish Civil War brought him
at the front where he operated as first general assistant of Luigi Longo
for the International Brigades. During the retreat he was commissioned
by Longo and André Marty to keep the link between the General Staff of
the International Brigades and the Garibaldi Brigade. He was instructor
lieutenant and interpreter at the General Staff of the Battalion of
Tanks B.T.5. At the end of the operations he returned to Sissano (at that
point part of the neo-Yugoslavian Republic) and started to work at the
local naval shipyard.

His diary, along with more than 70 documents retrieved by his
descendants from the Russian State Archive [of Socio-Political History],
offers a complete vision of his life and work. In the 50s he was a non-
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operating agent and refused to work as a spy for the USSR; at the same
time the Yugoslav secret service, the OZNA, was suspicious of his previous
collaborations with the Comintern. The evidence provided by this unique
source could shed a new light on some issues related to that period offering
the point of view of a “builder of the new world” through his international
network.

THE COMINTERN AND THE BALTIC COUNTRIES 1919-1940

During the past twenty years historians from Europe, Asia and
America have, using the Russian archives, studied the activities of the
Comintern and its relations with their specific countries. By now a number
of collections of documents and research findings have been published,
resonating the activities of the Comintern in many European, Asian and
North- and South-American countries. But in the western historians’
works dealing with the Baltic States’ history, the entanglement of the
Comintern in their affairs is still missing.

The Comintern, established in 1919, is a transnational organisation;
that is, its scope is embracing more than one nation and it influences the
relationships of different nations and states. The Comintern hasjustly been
called an organisation with global political and programmatic ambitions,
expanding across all national boundaries. The transnationality stresses
the defining role of similar elements in relationship to each other within
the frameworks of different national cultures. It demands a comparative
approach in such issues that exceed the boundaries of one nation.

Some examples of the transnationalism can be seen in the case of
Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania: The approach ofthe Comintern and the so-
called Independent Socialist Parties, that is, the policy of infiltration into
the parliaments and other legal power structures, was applied in several
countries, including Germany. In case of the Baltic States, in Lithuania up
to 1926 and in Estonia and Latvia up to 1934.

The present paper deals mostly with the period from 1919 to 1940.
The following issues are focussed on: Persons with Estonian, Latvian and
Lithuanian descent in the governing bodies ofthe Comintern; the attitude
of the Comintern towards Social Democracy: the Popular Front Policy of
the Comintern; the participation of volunteers with Baltic descent in the
Spanish Civil War; the Comintern and the Great Purge; the Comintern
and the Baltic States in 1939 to 1940.

The persons with Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian descent in the
governing bodies of the Comintern: On 2 March 1919 an international
Communist Conference gathered in Moscow, Kremlin, to establish
the Third International. As the result of the five day conference, where
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representatives of 35 different Communist Parties and groupings from
21 countries participated, this goal was achieved. The document - The
Programme and Statute of the Communist International - that became
the basis for the global Communist movement’s governing body, had 17
signatures. Among the signatures one is by Estonian Hans P&dgelman
and one by Latvian Karlis Gailis. At the congress a representative of the
Lithuanian and Belorussian Communist party, Lithuanian Kazys Giedrys,
was present.

From 1920 to 1940 the Communist parties of Estonia, Latvia
and Lithuania were subject to the Comintern. Seemingly they were
independent parties within the Comintern. In all three Baltic States the
Communist parties were prohibited and therefore they wentunderground.
In order to obstruct the activities of the communists there were several
laws and regulations.

The Popular Front: The coming to power of the National Socialists
in Germany in 1933 immediately brought repressions against the Left.
The leadership of the Comintern sitting in Moscow still worked from the
assumption that the Social Democrats were traitors and henchmen of
the bourgeois. By the end of 1933 the discrepancy between the political
reality and the Comintern rhetoric had reached its visible peak. The
extreme right wing became more active in several European countries,
including Estonia and Latvia. The Seventh Congress of the Comintern
in July and August 1935 became a decisive turning point in attitudes
towards the Social Democrats. The gathering is best remembered for
its endorsement of a Popular Front of communist and non-communist
forces against the growing menace of fascism in Europe. The description
applied to the communists of the Baltic States aswell. On 26 March 1935 a
decision was made at the under-secretariat of the Baltics and Poland, that
all the communist parties in the Baltic States should embark on a wide-
spread campaign against the threat of war both in journalism and orally.
The decisions of the Seventh Congress caused lively debates among the
communists of Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian descent. We should note
that by 16th of May 1934 all three Baltic States had authoritarian regime.
In Estonia and in Lithuania using the parliamentary pulpit for communist
propaganda was almost out of question. In Latvia there was no parliament
at all after the coup. Already in October 1934 the underground Estonian
Communist Party made a proposal to the Left-wing Socialists to form a
common Popular Front. They accepted the offer. Among the documents
of the Comintern there is a great number of resolutions and instructions
targeted at Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian communist parties for
carrying out the anti-Fascist fight. The ant-Fascist fight message of the
Comintern contained both anti-Fascist and anti-war propaganda that had
to be carried out both in society and in military units. How far this worked
out is another question.
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The Spanish Civil War: In the Spanish Civil W ar approximately 45 000
volunteers from 52 countries participated on the side of the Republicans.
The people wanting to go to Spain as volunteers had to pass the communist
(in case of the Baltic States the underground communist) background
check. The persons with Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian background,
fighting on the Republican side, could be divided into three groups:
deriving from the Baltic States, from the USA and from the Soviet Union.
A substantial proportion of the volunteers with the Estonian and Latvian
origin reached Spain via the Comintern connection point in Stockholm.
There were numerous problems in Spain with the volunteers of Baltic
origin. Significantly, there were few among them who had any Spanish.
The mixed group had some adventurers, deserters but also some idealistic
people. The last -idealism - is particularly characteristic ofthe volunteers
with Baltic origin arriving from the USA.

The Great Purge. In 1937 there were 492 people working in the
Comintern governing bodies. Between 1January to 17 September 1937
more than half of these - 256 - were dismissed. The repressed communists
who had been part of the Comintern governing bodies contained
Estonians, Latvians and Lithuanians as follows: 14 Latvians, 5 Estonians
and one Lithuanian. The Department of the International Connections
of the Comintern Executive Committee Secretariat suffered most in
the repressions: 34 employees were repressed. This was followed by the
Moskvin’s (Mikhail Abramovich Trilisser) secretariat with 21 employees,
among them 4 Latvians, 3 Estonians and one Lithuanian etc.

A separate topic isthe Trotskyites of Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian
origin and their repressions.

After the Great Purge 1938-1940. In the second half of 1939 the
activities of the Comintern in the Baltic area were almost non-existent.
Indubitably some role in this was played by the agreements signed
between the Soviet Union and Germany. In the autumn of 1939 the
Soviet government calculated that the communists and leftists of the
Baltic States may themselves appeal for union with the Soviet Union.
There are different estimates how many members the illegally functioning
Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian communist parties had. According to
a statement compiled in 1952 by the Foreign Affairs Department of the
Soviet Union Communist Party there was 60 members in the Estonian
Communist Party, 300 in the Latvian Communist Party and 1800 in the
Lithuanian Communist Party in 1938. Even inJune 1940 when the Baltic
States adopted the demands in the ultimatums of the Soviet Union, the
Comintern endeavoured to pacify the too radical moods of the Baltic
communists.

“SS APPARAT KOPENHAGEN”. THE SECRET COMINTERN
NETWORK IN DENMARK 1933-1938

The project explores the secret apparatus ofthe Comintern in Denmark
in the 1930s with special focus on the contact point in Copenhagen,
named “SS Apparat Kopenhagen” or “25 nyHKT” (SS = Sluschby Svjasi =
Liaison Service, better known as OMS = Otdel Mezhdunarodnoy Svyazi
= International Liaison Department).

Based on sources from the Comintern archive in Moscow as well
as decrypted radio telegrams sent between Moscow and Copenhagen
intercepted by British Intelligence in the years 1934-1937 the aims,
locations, and key employees of the Copenhagen contact point are
examined. The comprehensive material provides new insight into the
Comintern’s international networks and underground working methods
in the 1930s.

The Copenhagen contact point had its heyday in the wake of the
Nazi takeover of Germany in 1933-1934 where fleeing communists
found temporary refuge in neighboring Denmark. The International
Union of Seamen and Harbour Workers (ISH) moved its head quarter
from Hamburg. The German Communist Party (KPD) and the Red
International of Labour Unions (Profintern) sat up regional centers in
the city. Secret transnational transports of people, coded letters and radio
telegrams, money and propaganda literature was webbing up the Danish
capital to adegree never seen before. For ashort period oftime Copenhagen
was actually an international communist and spy hub metropole.

In the 1930s, few persons outside the core of the network (and the
secret police) knew what was going on. Even people involved only knew
sometimes very little. Even today we only know parts of the story. For
instance, that the network in its farthest reach numbered quite a few.
Maybe as many as more than half of the Copenhagen party members were
involved in “special work”, approximately 600 persons.

Atthe same time, the core was very small, and it is now for the first time
possible to identify communists of both Danish and foreign extraction
who were engaged in various tasks connected to the contact point. It
is established that two of the contact point’s central leaders were the
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Germans Karl Brichmann and Wilhelm Wloch and that, among others,
the Danish Communists Jens Kristian Frederiksen, Alberti Hansen, Kaj
Tandrup Christensen, and Agnes Nielsen were key Danish actors involved
in the network.

The contact point was seriously weakened because of the purge of
the entire Comintern apparatus in 1937 and in March 1938 eight Danish
employees were dismissed from service. The German leaders were called
to Moscow where they were soon arrested and later died in the Gulag. An
era of the secret service ofthe Comintern ended and a new one could begin
where some of the activities were transferred to the Danish Communist
Party.

The project concludes with the observation that further research
in the transnational Comintern (and Soviet) underground activities in
Scandinavia is necessary in order to grasp a fuller picture ofthe Communist
activities in Denmark in the Interwar Years.

The project is a result of a research project hosted by The Royal Danish
Library and with the co-participation of retired Assistant Professor from
University of Copenhagen, Dr. Phil. Niels Erik Rosenfeldt, and independent
researcher, MA Morten Meller.

FROM COMMUNIST CADRE TO OUTSIDER:
IDEALS, OPPORTUNISM AND COPING WITH CHANGE
IN MOSCOW AND STOCKHOLM, 1929-1948

Laamanen Ville, PhD

This case study builds on recent research that has illuminated the
operations ofthe Comintern’ssecret communications and courier network
(OMS, OTpen mexkayHapogaHoit cessu) in Sweden before and during the
Second World War. Through a microhistorical approach that focuses on
the Swedish communist cadre Ingvar Larsson (1907-1959), who was first
astudent in Moscow atthe Communist University for National Minorities
of the West (KUNMZ, KOMMYHNCTHUYECKNIA YHUBEPCUTET HaUMOHaNb-
HbIX MEHbLWUHCTB 3anapga), then an operative of the OMS, and later was
estranged from the communist movement, the paper looks beyond the
structures of intelligence organisations, into the choices and options of
people driven by both ideology and opportunism.

In existing research that discusses the OMS, Scandinavia and
especially Denmark have had a prominent role both in terms of origin and
geographical focus. Even though Stockholm also had a central role in the
OMS network already during the 1920s, research with a Swedish focus
was for a long time limited to only a handful of pioneering contributions,
most notably by Lars Bjorlin. Within the past few years, Sweden and
Stockholm have received renewed attention asJesper Jorgensen, Morten
Moller, Niels Erik Rosenfeldt and others have highlighted how the relative
independence of the Stockholm OMS point offered particular challenges
and frustrated the OMS leadership in Moscow.

The case of Ingvar Larsson provides an opportunity to build on this
research and to also illuminate the practices of the Swedish General
Security Service and the State Police during the Second World War. For
this paper, another important addition to the source material originates
from the archive of the All-Union Society for Cultural Relations with
Foreign Countries (VOKS, Bcecolw3Hoe 06WecTBO KynbTYpHOW CBA-
31 ¢ 3arpaHuueit), which technically hosted Larsson’s visit to the Soviet
Union in February-March 1940. By focusing on Larsson as the agent
of the narrative, the paper also discusses some of the peculiar challenges
of intelligence history and of constructing a narrative in a way that
acknowledges the agency of individuals and the tensions and uncertainties
between ideals and realities.

‘AROUND THE THIRD CONGRESS”:
THE BIRTH OF ANETWORK OF CRITICAL COMMUNISTS.

Marion Labey
(Paris Diderot VII University, France)

The repression of the Kronstadt rebellion, the last libertarian
expression of the Soviet revolution, has been seen for a long time as a
historical turning point from which began a harsh political repression
against everyone expressing a different political view from that of the
Bolsheviks. This reading of Soviet history, mainly carried by anti-Stalinist
and libertarian literature, has contributed to de-historicizing this period,
disconnecting it from the Russian civil war process. It was, however, a
significant moment for the Comintern and the people involved in it, for it
hosted the Third International congress, the creation ofthe Profintern and
the setting of the “united front” strategy that would deeply divide both
the International and the Communist parties. This study intends to take
a new look on the representation of 1921 through the eyes of emblematic
figures of anti-Stalinist militant such as Victor Serge, Pierre Pascal, Boris
Souvarine, Angelica Balabanoff, Jules Humbert-Droz, Alfred Rosmer,
Ugo Fedeli, Francesco Ghezzi. They all attended the Third Congress and
they all met more or less in this period, according to their memoirs, when
most of them were still strong advocates and agents of the Comintern,
which was then still a mean of promoting the world revolution. We will
consider the Third Congress as a place of intense political and intellectual
socialization, a “special area of transnational circulation” 1that created for
those people a new common political culture, relationships and a certain
kind of militancy. Confronting these militant memories to their synchronic
perception ofthe events, one mightunderstand what 1921 truly represented
for them. It was actually a key point as it signed the deceleration of the
global revolution2 Western Communist parties were thus “born on a

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defeat”l If Kronstatd was considered by those heterodox internationalists
as a necessary evil, the implementation of the NEP brought about great
bewilderment in those already suspicious minds, cancelling for them the
purity of the revolutionary process. Since “the individual and collective
experience” of this group of militants was “fundamentally conditioned
by the ‘expectation’they had of their commitment”2 these events would
break their revolutionary expectations in many ways, synchronically and
aposteriori. This study will help to better understand the internal conflict
that individually wrecked them but also united them with others in an
atypical, not always unified but nonetheless active network of critical
communists that will strengthen over the years.

As Brigitte Studer wrote, “the history of inter-war Communism and
International communism more particularly, is at one level made up ofsuch
transnational biographies3’. Looking back at those years through their
eyes allows us to give back the transnational dimension to the Comintern
(and to communism) and to understand it not only as Russian but as “a
movement and forces that (...) cut across national boundaries”4and that
was then deeply connected to Europe.

NATIONAL AND COLONIAL LINE OF THE COMMUNIST
INTERNATIONAL AND THE NATIONAL LIBERATION
REVOLUTION OF VIETNAM

In the time of existence, the Communist International (refer to
Comintern) had very important role for the National Revolution of
Vietnam.

Before the Comintern founded, V.l. Lenin had mentioned about the
nation and colonial problems. The Comintern determined the policy
of supporting the revolutionary movement in colonial countries, the
inevitability of the proletarian revolution in colonial countries as well
as the relationship between the proletarian revolution of the colonial
countries and that of metropolitan countries. This line was introduced
in L’Humanite in 1920, made Nguyen Ai Quoc, who had lost hope to
Wilson’s 14 points, from then on, believed, followed and became a cadre
of the Comintern.

In the late of 1920s, conditions for the birth of a communist party in
Vietnam were created. The Comintern sent a document to Indochinese
communists to instruct the way to unify and establish the Party.

In December 1929, Nguyen Ai Quoc, without receiving Comintern’s
Directive, came to China, convened the conference to establish the CPV.
The Conference adopted the Partys Political Outline, the Partys Brief
Strategy, the Partys Summary Program, drafted by Nguyen Ai Quoc.
The task of national liberation was set up first with the line of uniting
all classes, not only the proletariats and the peasants, but also the petty-
landowners, the mid-landowners, the national bourgeoisie, as long as they
are not counter-revolutionaries. This line differs from the Comintern’s
official point of view at that time. In 1928, effected by split of the
Kuomintang - CPC (Communist Party of China) alliance, the Sixth
Congress of Comintern evaluated rigidly about indigenous landlords,
national bourgeoisie and petty-bourgeois intelligentsia in the colonial and
semi-colonial countries.

In October 1930, the Party Central Committee Conference adopted
the Political Platform of the Party. The Comintern’s point of view was
introduced in regard to the position, role and attitude of the aforementio-
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ned social strata. However, on November 18, 1930, the CPV issued a
Directive on establishment of the Association of Anti-imperialist Alliance.
The line of great national unity was reborn.

In 1935, in the context of the risk of fascism, the Seventh Congress of
the Comintern proposed the line to establish a broadly anti-fascist people’s
front. By this time, the line of the united front for anti-imperialism, the
national liberation of the CPV and Nguyen Ai Quoc were in line with the
Comintern’sguidelines. The culmination of the great national unity line in
Vietnam is the decision of establishing the Vietnamese Independent Allied
Front (referred to Viet Minh) in May 1941. The Viet Minh movement,
led by CPV, developed and brought to the victory of August Revolution.

The CPV and Ho Chi Minh from the beginning received the support of
the Comintern creatively and the support of the world people to lead the
national liberation revolution to success.

Solidarity of all classes in a front during the revolution is a strategy,
mission and a thorough lesson of the Vietnamese revolution.

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THE THIRD INTERNATIONAL (COMINTERN) AND VIETNAM

In 1919, Lenin said: “The Third International has gathered the fruits
of the work of the Second International, discarded its opportunist,
social-chauvinist, bourgeois and petty-bourgeois dross, and has begun to
implement the dictatorship of the proletariat”. And “From the beginning
of 1905 the Bolsheviks advocated the idea of a revolutionary-democratic
dictatorship of the proletariat and the peasantry”l And this idea as well as
the Third International (Comintern) has influence on history of modern
Vietnam.

This paper will focus on the influence of the Third International
(Comintern) on Vietnam, especially on four dimensions: the introduction
of Marxism and Leninism into Vietnam; influence on Ho Chi Minh’s
thought; influence to Vietnam’s revolution; Meaning, suggestions and the
new challenges to Vietnam today.

THE EPISTEMIC PARADOX OF COMMUNIST EDUCATION

OlafssonJon, PhD
(University oflceland)

The Comintern schools - in particular KUNMZ and the MLSh
attracted a great number of non-Russian Communists and Socialists in
the 20’s and 30’s. The original ambition behind the schools - to train and
educate the progressive cadre ofthe world communist movement - receded
rather quickly in the thirties due to growing suspicion of foreigners, but
also because of the contradictory goals ofthe schools themselves: while the
aim was to train sharp and independent minds, party discipline required
absolute submission to epistemic authority.

The paper uses the small contingent of Communists from one of the
smallest Comintern sections - the Communist Party of Iceland - to
discuss this intellectual and epistemic paradox, how it affected Comintern
schooling and how it contributed to an intellectual culture of stagnation
and inadaptability which perhaps was the biggest factor in the Communist
movement’s demise.

COMINTERN AND THE YUGOSLAY EXPERIMENT

Georgi Dimitrov appointed Josip Broz Tito Secretary General of the
Yugoslav Communist Party at the end of 1937 believing that he had found
the right man to save it. In fact, the party was on the verge of dissolution
by the Comintern due to internal fractional struggles and mistakes
committed by its previous Secretary General, Milan Gorkic, who had been
deposed and shottwo years earlier. Josip Broz promised to “clean the filth”
which soiled the YCP and started to reform it according to the directives
given by Moscow. He was so successful that in 1941, when Yugoslavia
was attacked and dismembered by the “Axis” powers, he found himself the
head of a small but highly organized and disciplined movement, able to
follow the urging of Dimitrov to start an uprising against the occupiers,
when Hitler invaded the Soviet Union on 22 June 1941. It was the start
of a partisan movement that allowed the Communists to seize power after
the allied victory in 1945, but was also the cause of the first disagreements
between Tito and Stalin. Whereas Stalin wanted the Yugoslavs to wage
a strictly patriotic war without any ideological implications in order
not to alarm the western allies, Tito was determined to link the national
liberation struggle with social revolution and persevered with this plan, in
spite of the many warnings from “Grandpa” (Dimitrov). Hence, tension
developed between the YCP and Moscow which continued after the war
was over in spite of Tito's adherence to Stalinist political line. Although
he considered himself the most loyal follower of the Kremlin “khozjajin”,
he was unable to let go of the self-regard he acquired during the partisan
struggle and to become, as the Polish communist leader Berman put it, just
an anonymous Muscovite princeling. The result of this dangerous attitude
was Stalin’s decision to expel the YCP from the Cominform - the family
of the main European communist parties - assuming that this would be
enough to destroy Tito and his comrades. It was not. Tito managed not
only to survive, but thrive. He allowed his closest collaborators, Edvard
Kardelj, Milovan Djilas, Boris Kidric, to question the Stalinist regime and
to seek an original, “European” way towards socialism. It was the start of
a bold ideological experiment, which after Kidric’s early death and Dljilas’
demise of power, was run mostly by Kardelj. Based on two pillars: self-
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management and the non-aligned policy, Kardelj’sarchitecture was athorn
in the flesh of Soviet leaders, who considered it a dangerous heresy. In fact
it was highly critical of Soviet “hegemony”, party bureaucracy, political
and economic centralism, and was denounced as inherently wrong. The
ambition of the Slovenian ideologue was to combine the survival of the
CPY with a society of “direct producers”, which would grant them more
democracy than the classic parliamentarian system. He failed, but left
behind a heritage which undoubtedly enriched European socialist thought
in the past century.

Antonio Gramsci’s relationship with Leninism and Bolshevism has
been the object of a multitude of debates and studies. However, we still
need to fully contextualize his biography and thought in his own times, in
order to overcome ideological disputes and approaches. The purpose of my
lecture isto provide a historical view of how Gramsci reacted to the impact
of the October Revolution in Russia and Europe in terms of idealization,
inspiration, and analysis, and how he never ceased reflecting on the Soviet
experience. The Russian Revolution and its aftermath represented the
reference for the creation of some crucial categories of his political thought,
even more than scholars have usually assumed.

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THE STRANGE RESURRECTION
OF THE WORLD REVOLUTION, 1939-1940

Rentola Kimmo, D.Soc.Sc.
(University of Helsinki, Finland)

The paper addresses the resurrection of the world revolution idea in
Soviet and Comintern leading circles in 1939-1940. The idea, promoted
by Stalin, was based on assumption that unlike in the Great War, this
time revolutionary upheavals were possible already at early stages of
the conflagration, since the existence of the Soviet Union created more
favourable conditions. This Stalinist revolution would advance piecemeal,
one or a few countries at a time, and connected with Red Army action.
As for the relation of forces in the big war, it was assumed that Germany
was the weaker vessel, hence worth supporting by the Soviets to prolong
warfare between the two capitalist camps. With the collapse of France in
May 1940, this turned out to be a bad miscalculation. Probably also the
W inter War against Finland had sobering effect. The world revolution
idea was quietly dropped. With the publication of Comintern cypher
telegrams the evidence is now much better and it is possible to analyze the
phenomenon as a whole, with all available pieces on the table to establish
chronology and to address reasons behind and connections between
various elements. Then it remains to be discussed, how serious a world
revolution this really was - or was it, for Stalin, mostly a device to carry
the instinctively anti-fascist Cominternians along, and/or to give his land-
grabbing, based on the Nazi-Soviet Pact, an honourable appearance. The
resemblance of this 1939-1940 thinking to postwar build-up of people’s
democracies is evident.

GRAND DESIGNS AND MEAGRE OUTCOME. THE COMINTERN
AND THE COMMUNIST PARTY OF NORWAY (1923-1943)

One hundred years ago, in the year of the Communist International’s
founding - also known as the Comintern - the Norwegian Labour Party
joined as a member, and was, at the time, a true mass party on aNorwegian
scale with its 105,000 members. The party was far from ideologically
homogenous, as it was based on a collective membership of trade unions
and had a large amount of followers. A significant wing of parliamentary-
oriented social-democrats had been in control of the party apparatus
until the spring of 1918, and still constituted a loud opposition to the
revolutionary majority in 1919. Hence, the entry into the Comintern
represented the beginning of a turbulent period for the Labour Party
that was characterized by internal struggle and division. The party
approved the Comintern’s 21 conditions of acceptance in 1919, and was
split when the social democrats left in protest. However, the party itself
was excluded by the Comintern in autumn 1923 due to its reluctance to
obey the International’s directives. The exclusion caused another split, as
a minority left the party and founded the Communist Party of Norway,
whose Comintern membership continued until the dissolving of the
International in 1943.

The proposed paper addresses the relationship between the
Norwegian labour movement, and the Comintern, during the period of
the International’s existence (1919-1943), and is based upon guidelines
the Comintern developed for its Norwegian member party. The member
parties were formally subordinate to the Comintern’s Moscow leadership,
therefore the leadership’s decisions were of great significance. The
Norwegian case-study can thus shed light on the level of influence and
involvement from the Comintern on its members. The Comintern was
gradually more closely linked to Soviet domestic and foreign policy in the
1920s. Important decisions were made in closed rooms and dominated by
Soviet considerations. This in turn influenced the main political line of the
International, and led to a volte-face in several of its political priorities.
These abrupt changes of the Comintern’s general guidelines had an effect

on the parties’ political capability in their home countries, as well as their
potential for popular support.

The Comintern’stop managementwas closely involved in key decisions
concerning the Norwegian party, both regarding its political line and
actions, as well as the personal composition of its leadership. The paper
will identify and analyze several key points of Comintern interference
that were made at important crossroads for the Norwegian party. By
using the Norwegian party as a case study, a new and better insight can
be given into the dynamics between the center and periphery within the
international communist movement. Importantly, the results of this study
can be compared to similar surveys of other Comintern parties, and as
such provide new material to compare and contrast; as well as deepening
the understanding of the complexity of the Comintern system, and the
interaction between impulses from “below” versus “above”.

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OTTO VILLE KUUSINEN AS A GENERAL SECRETARY OF THE
COMMUNIST INTERNATIONAL, 1921-1922

(University ofHelsinki, Finland)

Otto Ville Kuusinen, a Finn, worked as a functionary within the
Communist International from 1921 up to 1943. He became a member
of the small bureau of the International in April 1921, a member of the
secretariat inJuly 1921 and a general secretary in December 1921. A year
later, in December 1922, he was, on the basis of his own request, released
from that position. He, however, continued as a member of the executive
committee and the secretariat. Kuusinen’srise to the secretariat and to the
position of the general secretary was obviously based on Lenin’s positive
assessment ofthe organizational theses Kuusinen wrote forthe 11l congress
of the Communist International.

In my paper | study the role of the general secretary, a new position
in the international, in 1921-1922. By studying Kuusinen during the
years 1921-1922, it is also possible to ponder on the development of the
organization, especially the central organs, ofthe Communist International
but also political standpoints the international communists took during
the years the trust in the immediate revolution started to wane. Slogans
on the united front and workers’government were launched during those
years, and there were also discussions on the immediacy of the revolution
and on the need for slogans for the transitional period within the
international. In my paper | will analyze Kuusinen’s role and importance
in these discussions.

RELATIONS BEETWEEN THE GERMAN AND DANISH SECTIONS
OF COMINTERN (KPD AND DKP)

Sorensen Torkil
(Independent scholar, Denmark)

Both the German KPD formed around new year 1918-1919 and
the Danish DKP formed November 1919 (but first named DKP a year
later) were small in the beginning. KPD first participated in elections
inJune 1920 and got 2,1 % of votes, while DKP in 1920 only got 0,4 %.
However, KPD expanded after merging with a big part of USPD, in
a position between KPD and social democrats in SPD, late 1920. Both
KPD and DKP were in the 1920’ies marked by strong internal fights
between different groups or fractions, but KPD was able to get 12,5 % in
elections May 1924 - following some months as an illegal party. DKP first
got stronger in 1932 getting two elected to parliament, but still only with
1,1 %, while KPD got 16,9 % in the last free election in November 1932.
Therefore, it was a relationship between a big brother and a much smaller
brother. Nevertheless, Denmark and DKP became important for KPD
after it had to work as illegal party with many in exile after Hitler took
power in late January 1933.

The relationship will be presented through the personal stories of five
German and five Danish communists, a number of them also working
directly for Comintern for some time. The Paper is based on research in
SAPMO in Bundesarchiv in Berlin, BStU or Stasi Archive also in Berlin
and the Archive of the Danish Labour Movement in Copenhagen.

Wilhelm Pieck represented both KPD and ECCI of Comintern on a
DKP congress in Nyborg in the beginning of 1926. He pulled the strings
to get Georg Laursen re-elected as deputy chairperson, but Laursen was
busy in Berlin and would soon be arrested, working illegally for Comintern
with Otto Braun. Soon DKP got another visitor from Comintern, ‘Johan”.
Much later he became famous as Richard Sorge. One ofthe leaders of DKP
he worked with then was Mogens Fog, later a leading figure in the Danish
Resistance, in his case 1941-1945.

When KPD and some Comintern offices had to move out of Berlin
1933, some were moved to Copenhagen. Ernst Wollweber played a role
then - and later a more sinister role as leader of a very illegal organisation
making sabotage especially against ships. A Danish partner, mainly with
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logistic, was Richard Jensen. At the same time Charlotte Bischoff from
Berlin and the Dane Karl Winther were among the people involved in a
small Comintern OMS point in Copenhagen, liquidated late 1937; as were
anumber of people involved in the work of OMS. However, as some offices
moved out, others moved in. KPD made a number of offices in countries
neighbouring Germany, AL North in Copenhagen. The leaders now and
then had meetings with DKP Chairman 1932-1958, Aksel Larsen. The last
AL North leader was arrested by Danish police May 1941, and he soon told
Gestapo a lot about persons illegally working for KPD in Denmark. Aksel
Larsen got arrested five. November 1942, but the resistance continued and
grew - and a small group of KPD members were also involved.

After the liberation DKP in 1945 was stronger than ever and KPD
soon changed to SED, from 1949 leading party in GDR. However, it was
realized after the end of Comintern in May 1943.

FINANCIAL SUPPORT OF WESTERN COMMUNIST PARTIES
AFTER THE SECOND WORLD WAR

Szilagyi Gabor, PhD
(National Remembrance Committee, Hungary)

The presentation is focusing on the interim period between the
cessation of the Communist International and the establishment of the
International Solidarity Fund in 1950, lacking a coherent framework
for coordinating financial aiding of Communist parties of the West. In
the interwar period, Comintern was in charge of financial supporting,
coupled with various enterprises having a key role as mediators in the
commercial relations between their respective home countries and the
Soviet Union. World War Il brought about a completely different setup:
due to the growing number of Communist parties getting into power or
simply gaining confidence upon the Soviet Union’svictory at the war, the
financing system was dominated by donators, rather than beneficiaries.

As the Cold W ar was evolving, the Western Communist parties were
getting isolated and more dependenton financial aid coming from the Soviet
Union or its Eastern European satellites. Given that by 1947, Comintern
ceased to exist and Cominform was lacking the necessary establishment,
the Communist Party of the Soviet Union had to take charge of aiding its
W estern counterparts. The primary beneficiaries have been the Italian and
French parties, relying upon a solid voter base anyway. Later on, as they
gained more power by discarding political opponents, Eastern European
Communist parties have taken a bigger chunk from donating.

The Communist parties of Austria and the FRG have been unique
in terms of the channels used to aid them. The Austrian party has been
directly funded by the Soviets given their presence in the country as
part of postwar Allied occupation and their ability to establish a strong
network of economic enterprises (“W irtschaftsapparat”) being in former
German property. The Communist Party of the FRG has been funded by
their GDR counterpart, having created a separate establishment for this
relationship. The presentation also covers forms of cooperation within the
framework of the International Solidarity Fund after 1950.

THE CORNERSTONE FOR BUILDING A NEW WORLD: THE
COMMUNIST INTERNATIONAL AND THE ARAB EAST, 1919-1943

Writing about the Soviet Union and the work of the Communist
International in 1942, Umar Fakhuri stated that they were “the
cornerstone for building a new world...for building a new humanity”.
Fakhuri, a Lebanese intellectual and a communist fellow traveler, was
particularly commenting on the Red Army’s victories against Nazi
Germany and the Comintern’s struggles against fascism. To leftists like
Fakhuri and communists all over the Arab world, the Comintern had
represented the hopes and possibilities of the post-World War | world
and internationalist solidarities against colonialism. Those suffering under
newly established British and French Mandates were initially attracted to
the Comintern’s opposition to imperialism. That attraction was founded
on a spacial perception of the division of the world between east and west,
between colonizers and colonized, between oppressors and oppressed.
The Comintern projected this kind of image as much as those who sought
solutions to colonialism and capitalism demanded it.

The Comintern’s eastern section was part of the infrastructure the
Soviet Union built to reach out to people of the East, including the Arab
East. Perceiving the anticolonial struggle as a gateway into colonized
regions, the Comintern organized in 1920 the Baku Congress ofthe People
of the East and discussed in its Second Congress the destiny of the people
ofthe ‘Near East’. By the mid-to-late 1920s, the Comintern had supported
and recognized the establishment of communist parties in Palestine, Syria,
and Lebanon. However, the relationship between the Comintern and
these parties was not as smooth as often portrayed in the historiography.
For instance, the Comintern emphasized the education of young Arab
communist cadres in Marxist-Leninist doctrine, which was often absent
in the intellectual repertoire of even the first founders of the communist
parties. It also created tensions between the Palestine Communist Party
(PCP) on the one hand, and the Communist Party of Syria and Lebanon
(CPSL) on the other hand, by putting the former ‘in charge’ of the latter.
In turn, it pressured the PCP to ‘Arabize’ its mostly-Jewish ranks, and
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continued to disagree with the PCP’s leadership about the issue of Zionism
and the national liberation of Palestine.

In this paper, | complicate the narrative ofthe founding of these parties
and their eventual acceptance into the Comintern. | also highlight the
contentious relationship between these parties and the Comintern, as
well as between intra-party members. Particularly, this paper examines
the tensions between the CPSL and the PCP while also emphasizing
cooperation, particularly within the context of the Syrian Revolt of
1925 and the anti-fascist struggle. | also unpack the ideological and
political conflicts over Palestine and national liberation between the
PCP and Comintern leadership. | argue that to expose the tensions in
this relationship is to understand the interplay between nationalism and
internationalism in the Arab context as well as the wider colonial context.
This interplay was central to the history of the Comintern around the
world; it was also what made it for a plethora of leftists the «cornerstone
for building a new world».

TOGLIATTI, ALEADER OF THE COMMUNIST INTERNATIONAL

Tine Salvatore

Palmiro Togliatti has been a particularly prestigious leader of the
Communist International. Between 1926 and 1928, he is part of the
Amintern”® Executive, maintaining a political line that may be defined
as «bukharinian», substantially opposed by part of the Italian party and
particularly by the majority of its youth organization, gathered around
Longo and Secchia. Nonetheless, Togliatti’s affinity with Bukharin is
fully coherent with the political strategy adopted by the Italian party
during its 111 Congress, held in Lion in 1926, in favour of the development
of a proletarian united front and based on a working-class vision of
the proletarian revolution. Following Bukharin’s fall from grace and
particularly after the X Plenum, Togliatti is obliged to follow *mintern®
stricter views, namely the so-called “third period policy”, strongly opposed
to social democracy. The early 30s mark a change in the historical context
and Togliatti, now Secretary of the International, retrieves the original
inspiration ofthe Lion Congress. He is one the protagonists ofthe popular
front, which revives, together with the role of the International in the
Soviet policy, aguide ofthe European communist parties in a mass, unitary
struggle against fascism and the reaction. Togliatti’sreport about struggle
for peace, read during the *mintern” VIl Congress, is one of the most
valuable moments in the history of "mintern. This speech is the wider
and most brilliant synthesis of Togliatti’s views on World Revolution as
a long and complex process of transition that combines the fundamental
role of Soviet Union as a guide in the battle for peace and against fascism,
together with the wider international development of the communist
movement, increasingly articulated in its various national departments. In
his Lections onfascism of 1935, held in Moscow, Togliatti defines in awider
and articulated way the strategical and theoretical principles ofthe Popular
Fronts policy, based on an original and particularly complex analysis of
fascism as an international phenomenon: a new and unprecedented form
of bourgeoisie terrorist dictatorship that is based on the balance between
dictatorship and hegemony, politics and economy, State’s functioning and
the One-Party’s leading role, able to establish the ruling classes’ power on
consensus and the permanent organization of the wide and multi-faceted
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popular strata. An analysis of Fascism’s totalitarian and mass structures,
based on the notion of “mass policy”, is convergent with the one that
Dimitrov develops in his report on communism tasks in the struggle
against fascism read during *m intern” VII Congress. The focus on «mass
policy» in Togliatti’s theoretical reflection and strategic development
highlights a successful completion of the abstract doctrinarism and
sectarianism limits, that had marked the strategy and political action of
the communist movement and of its national departments, during the
contrast against social democracy, and constitutes one of the principal
theoretical and political premises of further growing and developing of
the communist movement in the subsequent phase to the Communist
International’s dissolution.

TERESA NOCE: AN ITALIAN FEMALE ANTI-FASCIST VOICE
IN MOSCOW

The presence and activity of Italian Communists within the anti-fascist
movementhasbeenconstantsincethe mid-1920s, with asubstantial number
of militants and leaders active abroad, including in Russia. One of these
was Teresa Noce. Wife of Luigi Longo, but with a marked independence
and specificity, she was a leading exponent of the albeit residual quota
reserved for female communist leadership and gained a central position
through two roles. The first was as a pupil at the International Lenin
School in Moscow, where she carried out an inquiry into public health
during her studies. The second was as an ICP (Italian Communist Party)
referent initially overseeing the work of the VI Congress of the Third
International, and later representing the General Confederation of Labour
(CGdL) within the Profintern, the Comintern’s trade union body. From
these experiences she acquired principles and skills that were subsequently
useful to the work of mobilization and union with other anti-fascist groups
in Italy, France and Spain.

Teresa Noce’s biography represents an original and particularly
significantjourney not only thanks to the insight into the intense political
activity during the clandestine period, but also because it offers a cross-
section of a life, reflecting a political condition and, at the same time, a
gender condition. Through Teresa Noce one can reflect on what it means
to be a female leader in a political reality such as the Italian one, which is
still directed mainly by men, where the female contribution is minor and
often linked only with secondary tasks.

The reconstruction of Teresa Noce’s work makes use of the memories
she herself left behind through various publications, starting with her
biography Rivoluzionaria professionale, and enriched by documents found
in public archives (the Casellario Politico Centrale, held at the Archivio
Centrale dello Stato, as well as the Fondazione Gramsci Rome and the
Fondazione Gramsci Bologna, were fundamental) and in private archives
(whose access was kindly granted to the author by Teresa Noce’s son,
Giuseppe Longo).

VOLUNTEERS IN THE SPANISH CIVIL WAR:
BIOGRAFICAL TRAJECTORIES THROUGH TIME AND SPACE

80 years ago man and women from 53 nations joined the International
Brigades to defend the Republica from the threat of fascism. From 19th
July 1936 to 1st April 1939 the Spain was the stage where an anticipation of
the World War Il was performed and the tough conflict between different
souls of the alternative left definitively emerged. In few months and in a
small area were unleashed tensions accumulated in previous decades, which
will be spread all over the world during the «short century». Biographies
of Italians antifascist volunteers, fulfilled in 144 years besides oceans and
borders, overstep the 20th century. Through their lives it can be read
the evolution of the left alternative from the 19th to the 21th centuries
throughout five continents.

Since 2012 the Italian Association of Antifascists Combatants and
Volunteers in Spain (Aicvas) and the National Institute Ferruccio Parri
started to plan a basic biographical database of the about 4.500 Italian
volunteers. But, when the project started, it was realized that a much more
complex planning was needed: a «polycentric digital tool» formed by seven
different databases concerning biographies, events, institutions, places,
pictures, documents, sources. During these years it has be done many
efforts to link documents and archives uploaded by others Institutions
(e.g. RGASPI in Moscow, Cdmh in Salamanca, Alba in New York, national
archives of many countries). Besides revealing itself as a precious tool
for developing macrohistorical, statistical and quantitative researches,
the tool allows the users to relate to the biographical trajectories of the
antifascist volunteers - communists, anarchists, socialists, republicans.

To this day the database contains file concerning 3.457 biographies,
4.914 pseudonyms, 992 institutions, 85 events, 2.207 places, 2.509 pictures,
5.063 documents, 858 books, 344 archival funds preserved in 92 archives
spread all over the world, 212 database or computer sources. The project
is still ongoing.

FINDING A PLACE FOR “MOSCOW” IN “AMSTERDAM”?
THE PROFINTERN AND THE TRADE UNION POLICY OF
INTERNATIONAL COMMUNISM IN THE MID-TWENTIES

The Profintern, the Red International of Labour Unions, is a relatively
underrated ‘auxiliary’ organisation of the Comintern even though it was
perhaps the most important of these. But it was founded in 1920-1921
more by chance than out of a long-held strategic plan. In fact, at first the
Bolsheviks had not given much thought about international trade union
activities. The forming of parties was the important task. Trade unions
should simply join the Comintern.

Butthe world revolution soon slowed down, trade unions consolidated,
both the social democratic predominant ones with the refoundation of the
International Federation of Trade Unions (IFTU) (called the “Amsterdam
International”according to its seat), aswell asthe revolutionary syndicalist
unions. Communists should not leave them, as they were urged by Lenin,
but fight within their ranks. When in 1920 the wave of visitors to Moscow
set in, the Bolsheviks had to realise that trade unionists were often willing
tojoin ranks with the communists in the class struggle, but not necessarily
to enter the parties. Out of this, the Profintern emerged as a formally
autonomous international. Originally, it was conceived as a communist-
syndicalist common front. However, this alliance, originally on an equal
footing, did not last long. Soon the Profintern developed into the trade
union arm of the Comintern, with priorities shifting from the syndicalists
to the “reformist masses” of the IFTU.

This first phase of the syndicalist-Bolshevik encounter, as important
as it is for laying the organisational groundwork, has already been told
several times. Instead, the aim of this paper is to shift the focus unto the
years after 1922, i.e. those of the turn to ‘Amsterdam’and to the question
of trade union unity.

From the beginning, the existence ofthe Profintern revealed some kind
of paradox. On the national level, the communists rejected the splitting of
trade unions. However, on the international level, this split existed, out
of a transitory encounter, which left an organisational legacy taking a life
of its own. Therefore, the next years saw a series of different initiatives,
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nationally as well as internationally, to achieve some kind of trade union
unity. Only a few were successful, mostly ended up in failure. This was
due to the generally adverse political context, but often to failures on
the communist side, because of faction fights or narrow organisational
interests, but most of all because of the struggle after Lenin’s death. Thus,
when Stalin finally won and imposed his ‘ultra-left’policy on the Soviet as
well as the international level, the international trade union line shifted,
ending this ‘unity approach’, substituting it with the «revolutionary trade
union» line.

The paper will give an overview of the different ‘unity initiatives’ and
will classify them according to their concrete character. It will look at the
infighting between the Profintern and the Russian trade unions, which
each followed their own organisational interests, often in discordance.
Moreover, it will place this in the context of the time, asking whether
there even was a chance to overcome confrontations on the trade union
level at a time when the political face-off between social democracy and
communism had hardened in the revolutionary post-war.

FRIENDS OF THE SOVIET UNION - THE FORGOTTEN
FRIENDSHIP INTERNATIONAL
(FROM A DANISH PERSPECTIVE)

Frederichsen Kim, PhD
(Independent scholar, Denmark)

Usually international communist studies of the interwar-years
focus on Comintern, Profintern, Krestintern and so forth. However the
friendship international, the Friends of the USSR, founded in 1927 at
a congress in Moscow under the influence of the Comintern, is mostly
forgotten.

In my presentation | will discuss the founding of the organization
in an international perspective and argue for its status as a friendship
international with more than 5 million members worldwide. | will argue
that the founding should be seen as Soviet dissatisfaction with the existing
foreign friendship associations with the USSR.

Thereafter, | will turn my attention to my case study, the Danish
organization that considered itself a national branch of the friendship
international, Landsforbundet Sovjetunionens Venner i Danmark (‘The
National Association of the Friends of the USSR in Denmark’), better
known as “SUV”. At its high point it had more than 4000 members and
numerous local branches.

In my case study | will discuss the origin of SUV, including leading
figures, who had earlier participated in Comintern congresses, and its
organizational forerunners in Denmark, its activities (including, among
others, public lectures, exhibitions, parties, a book shop, publishing
journals and books, evening language classes, travel agency, summer tent
camps, and playing volleyball), it’s possible impact, the eventual decline,
mostly due to the actual Soviet foreign policy actions, and it’s legacy in a
Danish context.

My presentation will be based on the published materials of SUV,
published sources, and the scattered archival sources, located in a number
of personal files at various Danish archival institutions, including the
Comintern personal files on several key figures, originating from RGASPI,
but also stored in copy at the Workers’ Movement’s Library and Archives
in Copenhagen, Denmark.
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Not only do | suggest to make a presentation of the mostly forgotten
friendship association with a Danish case study, but I will also like to call
for more comparative studies of the national associations of friends with
the USSR, especially based on the documents that, according to the online
finding aid of the archive’s website, seem to be stored at RGASPI.

LUIGI LONGO: A “GARIBALDI OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY”
AT THE HEAD OF THE INTERNATIONAL BRIGADES IN THE
SPANISH CIVIL WAR

The life of Luigi Longo, for many years the closest political leader to
Palmiro Togliatti and then Secretary General of the Italian Communist
Party from 1964 to 1972, represents an emblematic itinerary in the history
of international communism of the twentieth century.

Head ofthe Youth Foreign Center and then of the Organization of the
Communist Party of Italy (PCd’l), Longo spent the years between the two
wars passing from Switzerland to France to the Soviet Union, where in
the early Thirties he was the Italian representative at the Comintern, and
then from the Paris of the Popular Front to the Spanish Civil War. Here,
with the nom de guerre Gallo, after serving briefly the role of Political
Commissar of the Garibaldi Battalion, he lives one of the most important
pages of his biography, becoming Inspector General of the International
Brigades.

Defined by his successor as PC1 leader Enrico Berlinguer “a Garibaldi
of the twentieth century”, Longo (as his partner Teresa Noce, also present
in Spain in the International Brigades) can fully be placed between
those “soldiers of the global revolution” that characterized the twentieth
century communism. His leadership of the International Brigades, largely
reconstructed on the basis of the archival documents at the Fondazione
Gramsci in Rome (Fund 545 of the Comintern Archives, Archive Luigi
Longo, Fund Comunisti italiani nella guerra di Spagna) as well as his book
Le Brigate internazionali in Spagna (1956), was characterized by a strong
unitary imprint - unity among the volunteers of the various countries and
of the various political affiliations, unity between international volunteers
and republican army, unity between fighters and Spanish people - and
from a notable attention towards the political, propagandistic and
communicative component of the conflict. The latter found at crucial
moments such as the Battle of Guadalajara relevant test-beds, in the
context of the international struggle against fascism in which the
Comintern, especially in the Popular Fronts season, was directly involved.
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The Spanish Civil War was for Longo, as for all the communist
movement and the European antifascism, a decisive experience, of which
he will treasure some years later, at the head of the Italian Resistance (in
which he will return to conceive the role ofthe communists as the fulcrum
of a broader and unitary anti-fascist front), and then in the post-war
period as one of the main leaders of the Italian Communist Party, engaged
in the construction of the Togliatti “new party”, but also in important
international events such as the foundation conference of Cominform in
1947.

SOME REFLECTION ON THE THEORY AND PRACTICE
OF SOCIALISM: ON ACCASSION OF THE 100TH ANNIVERSARY
OF THE THIRD COMMUNIST INTERNATIONAL

(Vietnamese Academy o f Social Sciences, Vietnam)

In this paper I would like to share my reflections on the development of
the theory and practice ofsocialism forthe last 100 years and to demonstrate
the vitality of socialism as the movement of a real and continuous process
of creation.

If dialectics enabled the classics of Marxism to discover the universal
law, the internal logic governed the development of human history, the
materialist conception of history has helped them to see the active role of
man in the process of creating his own history. This is the way Marx and
Engels establish the scientific foundation for the birth of socialism.

The contribution of Lenin to the development of Marxism consists
in his creative and flexible implementation of the theory of scientific
socialism of K. Marx and F. Engels to the concrete context of Russia that
had brought about the victory ofthe Russian October Revolution in 1917.

The birth and development of a real socialism right after the success of
the Russian Revolution are the confirmation of the truth in the arguments
of the classics of Marxism on scientific socialism.

The establishment of the Third Communist International as well
as Lenin’s revolutionary arguments on the national and colonial issues
decisively influenced the thought of Ho Chi Minhl His creative
appropriation of Marxism-Leninism and choice of socialism is linked to
his revolutionary purpose. The pursuit of happiness for the people and
the whole nation is the highest goal of Ho Chi Minh’s revolutionary life.
For the Vietnamese revolution, the red thread throughout the path is the
national independence associated with socialism.

1 As Ho Chi Minh admitted “At first, patriotism, not yet communism, led me to
have confidence in Lenin, in the Third (Commnunist) International. Step by step,
along the struggle, by studying Marxism-Leninism parallel with participation in
practical activities, | gradually came upon the fact that only socialism and communism
can liberate the oppressed nations and the working people throughout the world from
slavery”.
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Although today the real socialism encounters certain difficulties,
especially after the collapse of the Soviet socialist model in the USSR and
the countries in Eastern Europe in 1990s. This situation requires the rest
of the socialist countries and communists to actively reform/transform.
Based on the creative application of Marxism-Leninism in the specific
conditions of each country, the communists must to find their own way to
socialism in accordance with new historical conditions.

The practice of socialism in the last 100 years could serve as the
confirmation of the view of Marxism that communism is the movement of
areal and continuous processl

Thus, my paper could include four following parts:

The Materialist Conception of History and the theoretical foundation
of Socialism;

Lenin, the Third Communist International and Soviet Model of
Socialism;

Ho Chi Minh thought on Socialism and the construction of socialism
in Vietnam;

The prospect of socialism in the process of development of human kind.

THE COMINTERN AND THE NORWEGIAN LABOUR PARTY
1919-1923

In March 1918 the congress of the social democratic party in Norway,
which called itself “Det norske Arbeiderparti” (The Norwegian Labour
Party), abbreviated DnA, elected a completely new leadership, consisting
of declared revolutionaries fully supporting the October revolution in
Russia and working for revolution in Norway. In June 1919 the party
joined the newly established Communist International and in March
1921 the party adhered to the famous (or infamous) 21 conditions for
membership in the Comintern. This led to a schism in the party between
those who wanted to stay in the Comintern and those who now wanted
to leave the organization. Those who wanted to leave established a split
party that turned out to have very little response and influence in the
Norwegian labour movement. Such schisms also took place in other social
democratic parties that had joined the Comintern, e.g. the Italian and the
French parties. But these parties were either minority parties (or soon
became minority parties) in the labour movement of their country. W hat
isunique about Norway is that the party which had been a member of the
Comintern since March 1919 continued to represent the majority in the
Norwegian labour movement for more than four and a half year.

Even though Norway was a small country in the periphery of Europe,
this situation made the political prospects of the class struggle in Norway
of special interest to the Comintern leadership. To keep the DnA in the
Comintern and to make it conform to the Comintern’s policies became an
important purpose for the organization. The “Norwegian question” was
frequently discussed, both at Comintern congresses and ECCI meetings
as well as at more informal conversations among Comintern leaders like
Zinoviev, Bukharin, Radek and Kuusinen.

Even though the DnA’s adherence to the 21 conditions was accepted
by the large majority of the party, there were all the same doubts among
some party leaders about too much centralism and too much meddling
in the affairs and policies of the Norwegian party on the part of the
Comintern. A conflict arose between “centralists” and “federalists” that
in the end led to a new split of the party, this time with the Comintern
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supporters becoming a minority. In November 1923 they left the party and
established the Communist Party of Norway, which in the time of a few
years had lost most of its influence in the Norwegian labour movement.
My paper will aim at a presentation of the Comintern’s policy towards
the Norwegian party in these years as a case study of how the rather
extreme centralizing efforts of the Comintern leadership in a short time
destroyed the Comintern’s possibilities for influence in Norway.

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ANTISTALINISM AS A POLITICAL WEAPON

Otvés Istvan

Nikita Khrushchev’s speech of 1956 on the sins of Stalinism opened
the way to discovering the violations of the laws that called themselves
socialism. In Hungary, a similar process had been going on for more than
two years, investigating these crimes ofthe 1949-1953 period.

The presentation briefly explains how Hungarian show trials helped
the Hungarian Communist Party to power in 1949, and for what political
purpose they were used after 1949. Following the political change of 1953,
after the fall of Matyas Rakosi, the same procedures were used with the
opposite sign in order to transform the relations within the party. Thus,
show trials have become a new dimension. The purpose of the reviews was
partly to investigate past events, but, just as in the Soviet Union, selecting
political leaders to create a new lead elite among those responsible.

The presentation accompanies the use of conceptual procedures to this
end until the mid-60s; while pointing out how the events had contributed
to the situation in the Hungarian Communist Party before the 1956.
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
